The Gift of Service 

Albert Schweitzer gave up a prestigious and lucrative career, 
as a doctor, and went to Africa to build hospitals for the 
poor.  Many of his friends thought he was crazy, thought he 
was throwing away his talents and training, throwing away 
an opportunity to achieve so much, throwing away the 
chance to have a great life.  

His friends were sure he was making a big mistake, they went to Africa to 

persuade him to come back to his native land.  ñWhy should such a gifted man as 

you give up so much, to labor among African natives?,ò they asked.  ñI am not 

sacrificing anything,ò Schweitzer replied, ñWhat does it matter where one goes, 

provided one can do good work there?  As much as I appreciate your kind words, 

I have made up my mind to stay here and help my African friends.ò  Schweitzer 

remained there until he died in 1965, at the age of 90.  He worked until the very 

end, maintaining his zest for living.        

 Albert Schweitzer lived an incredible life because he knew something 

greater about life.  He once saidé. ñI donôt know what your destiny will be but 

one thing I do know is the only ones among you who will be really happy are 

those who have sought and found how to serve, those who have found a life of 

loving service.ò        

 We all want happiness and we all desire it.  Most peopleôs prayers are 

filled with requests for happiness, for richer experiences of life and deeper      

feelings of love. We pray to know God more.  We pray for satisfying relation-

ships and greater peace. We look, search and ask for all the things that will bring 

us the type of life we desire, yet in our  searching and asking we sometimes 

over look one of the greatest secrets to happiness and fulfillment the gift of ser-

vice, of serving others. 

The Bible is a book about giving, with more promises related to giving 

than any other subject. For example, the subject of óbelievingô appears 272 times, 

óprayerô 371 times, and óloveô 714 times; while ógivingô is mentioned 2,162 

times. Jesus taught and mentioned loving and giving more than other topics.

commandment and first 

            commandment. And a second is like it: óYou shall 

love your neighbor as 

            yourselfô. On these two commandments hang all the 

law and the prophets.ò 

 

 I believe Jesus is saying that all spiritual law, all life 

is based on following the commandment of loving God,  

loving our neighbors and loving ourselves. In Luke 6: 38 it 

says: ñGive and it will be given to you. A good measure, 

pressed down shaken together, 

running over, will be put into your lap; for the measure you 

give will be the measure you get back.ò   Loving and giving 

are the key spiritual laws that open the doors of heaven  

and pour down overflowing blessings upon us. Another 

great teacher Lao Tzu once said: ñThe way of heaven is to 

benefit others.ô ï to love others, to give to others. 

Albert Schweitzer discovered that service fulfills the 

law of loving and the law of giving. The gift of service is a 

gift that blesses others, and at the same time enriches us and 

glorifies God.  Service is the ultimate demonstration of lov-

ing and giving, the ultimate demonstration of the greatest 

commandment.       

 Mother Teresa once called herself a pencil in the 

hand of God, writing love letters to humanity. You are all 

pencils in Godôs hand.  When we see whatever we are doing 

as serving God, when we see it as sacred work that blesses 

others, it becomes an act of pure devotion.
